LOCAL ATTORNEY ELECTED TO BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF

AMERICAN ACADEMY OF ADOPTION ATTORNEYS

Greene, a partner in the firm of Cohen & Greene, P.A. in Annapolis, recently was elected to the Board of Trustees of the American Academy of Adoption Attorneys (AAAA). In 2006, he also was instrumental in making major revisions to the rules governing Maryland adoptions issued by the Court of Appeals, the highest court in Maryland.  Also in 2006, Mr. Greene received the President’s Award from the American Academy of Adoption Attorneys, the most important award given annually for service to the Academy and the field of adoption.
